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Guide to upload work on Seesaw

It is great to see so many children using Seesaw and, from your responses, enjoying having contact with teachers and teaching assistants and completing some excellent work. I would just like to make sure that everybody understands how to retrieve work and then how to upload it so that the teacher and teaching assistants can see it and then comment on it. Also, you can have the support you need at this difficult time.

How to find and use the activities?

1. You will find activities in the Activities section on the homepage. 
2. Choose the activity that is set from the weekly timetable (Maths and English should be completed each morning and then additional activities in the afternoon).
3. You can then enlarge this so that you can see the task, you do not need to print it out, just follow the task on the screen and complete the work on paper.
4. Once completed on paper, either take a photograph or scan it (if you have a scanner).

How to add posts or upload work to Seesaw?
1. Tap the green add button, then tap 'Post to student journal'.
2. Choose the type of post you would like to add (pictures will help you choose).
3. Create your post. Edit your post to add voice recordings, drawings, text labels, or captions.
4. Tap the green checkmark to complete your post!

We are only expected to upload one piece of work each day, but you can upload more if you wish. Keep your eye out for quizzes, lessons and other enjoyable activities appearing throughout the week in the Activities section. Resources linked to the class timetables will appear in the Activities section each day.

We hope this will help you to use and enjoy Seesaw every school day.
