[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home. 
For details of what to expect where individual pupils are self-isolating, please see the final section of this page.
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home
[bookmark: _heading=h.1fob9te]A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home? 
On the first day of absence, remote learning tasks will be uploaded to the Seesaw platform in time for the afternoon session.  On the following days of absence, a full day of tasks will be uploaded.
For subsequent weeks, a weekly timetable, outlining the tasks for each day of the week, will be posted on Seesaw by every class teacher on Monday morning by 9am.
Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school, wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. For instance, music lessons will not include the use of instruments and science experiments may need to be adapted or modelled to pupils where specialist equipment is required. 
The following subjects will be taught each week: English (Reading, Writing and SpAG), Maths, Science, Physical Education, Religious Education, Modern Foreign Language (Key Stage 2 only) and Computing. Computing is provided through live and recorded lessons only. 
An afternoon CoJo session is also taught, which may cover History and/or Geography, Art & Design and/or Design Technology dependent upon the current curriculum subject focus for each year group. This will follow the long-term plans for each year group.
PSHE and wellbeing activities will also be posted each week on Seesaw.
In Reception, home learning activities are based on the same learning objectives as those in school. The activities will be slightly adapted due to availability of resources in the home. 
There will be daily differentiated phonics activities and maths. Each week we will cover PE, literacy/topic and language/vocabulary activities.  
In addition, Reception has access to remote ARTIS sessions which supports the development of movement, music and vocabulary. As the Early Years curriculum is play based, we do encourage parents to allow their children to play alongside meaningful interactions from adults at home. 
Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	Reception
	Up to three hours of planned activities  

	Key Stage 1
	At least 3 hours a day on average across the cohort

	Key Stage 2
	At least 4 hours a day on average across the cohort



Teachers will provide remote education equivalent to a normal school day. We recognise that families will have additional stresses and time constraints. For instance, if they need to work from home or support more than one child with their learning.  
Children are expected to engage with the set tasks and the live lessons every day and upload their completed work to the Seesaw. 
However, there is a realistic view that the full day’s learning may not be achievable for all children every day, depending on their circumstances and needs. Teaching staff will be mindful of this in conversations with parents/carers regarding levels of engagement in home learning. 
Pupils who are unwell are not expected to be present for remote working until they are well enough to do so. Parents/carers should make the school aware and follow the usual absence procedures. The Academy will continue to monitor the attendance of vulnerable children in line with the Covid-19 addendums to the Child Protection and Safeguarding Policy and Attendance and Punctuality Policy.
Accessing remote education

How will my child access any online remote education you are providing? 
Pupils will access remote education through the Seesaw platform. Your child’s login details for Seesaw are in their school diary.  If your child’s diary is still in school, someone will contact you on the first day of remote education with this information. 
If your child loses their login details, please contact the school office on 01270 814040 or admin@monkscoppenhall.cheshire.sch.uk
Live lessons will be accessed through a link posted in the activity section of your child’s Seesaw account. This link will redirect your child to the daily live lesson delivered through Microsoft Teams.
A letter has been sent to parents/carers explaining how to access Microsoft Teams using a laptop, phone, tablet or Xbox/PlayStation. This can be found on the Academy website under the Covid-19 tab.
If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
Should you have any difficulties accessing a device, please contact the office at devices@monkscoppenhall.cheshire.sch.uk . We may then be able to set up a loan agreement for a laptop or tablet so that your child can access live lessons and the Seesaw platform.
If you have limited internet access, and your child is in receipt of Free School Meals, please contact the office using the above email address and a member of the IT department will discuss the support available.  
The Seesaw platform allows tasks and activities to be annotated on screen, which avoids having to print out paper copies. However, we understand that some children respond better to printed activity sheets. Should you require a work pack for your child, please email admin@monkscoppenhall.cheshire.sch.uk There is an expectation for any work packs to be returned to school to enable teachers to monitor children’s progress and address any misconceptions.
How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:

 Monks Coppenhall Academy will:
· provide frequent, clear explanations of new content through a daily live lesson with the class teacher. (Each year group has been allocated a different time to ensure families with more than one child can access these lessons.)
· support learning through high-quality curriculum resources or videos (e.g. pre-recorded videos – White Rose Maths and Oak National Academy)
· set learning so that children have meaningful work each day across a number of different subjects
· ensure that tasks and activities are differentiated to meet the needs of each child.
· set learning that is for a minimum of 3 hours per day (4 hours for Key Stage Two)
· check work on a daily basis and comment on children’s work through the comment section on the Seesaw app. 
· inform parents where engagement is a concern
· gauge how well children are progressing through the curriculum using questions/ quizzes and other suitable tasks, amending content to match the individual needs of the children in the class.
· commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences, including e-reading books
Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
It is the Academy’s expectation that all pupils will access remote learning during the current school closures which came into effect on 5th January 2021. 
Your child should engage with the live lessons and communicate with their teachers every day. This is timetabled to avoid more than one sibling being online at the same time.
Once your child has completed their work, please upload it as a document or a photograph and staff will then provide feedback throughout the day. 
Once your child has completed the afternoon task, this can also be uploaded and feedback given. 
Teachers and teaching assistants will be providing feedback from 9am until 3pm each day.
If your child needs any additional help or support, please contact the school office (admin@monkscoppenhall.cheshire.sch.uk) We will then arrange for the class teacher to contact you.
A guide has been produced with helpful tips and advice for parents/carers to support their child with remote education during the current lockdown. This can be found on the Academy website through the Covid-19 tab.
How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Teachers and teaching assistants will monitor the engagement of each pupil on a daily basis. This will include checking whether a pupil has uploaded work to the Seesaw platform and/or accessed the daily live lesson.
If a pupil is not uploading to Seesaw or logging in to the live lesson, this will be noted and a member of staff will attempt to contact the parent to offer support. Should this be unsuccessful and the child does not start accessing remote learning a subsequent phone call will be made. If this is not successful, the child’s class teacher will alert a member of the Senior Leadership who will decide whether to complete a home visit.
We strongly encourage all parents/carers to support their child to access remote learning through the Seesaw platform, but for those who have requested work packs, and are not uploading photographs of their completed work to the app, the class teacher or teaching assistant will check that work packs have been returned and completed each week. When a work pack is not returned, a member of staff will contact the child’s parent/carer to offer support.
How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
In most instances feedback will be made directly to the child through the feedback function on the SeeSaw app. Once a child has uploaded a piece of work, the class teacher or teaching assistant will check it and provide individual feedback. 
Feedback will also be given during live lessons. This may take several forms, including sharing answers to questions and providing whole-class feedback to common misconceptions.
There will also be opportunity for pupils, especially those in Key Stage 2, to self-mark their work using the answer sheets uploaded to Seesaw by the class teacher. 
When a pupil is contacted at home for a welfare call, they may also receive feedback from the member of staff.  
If your child is accessing remote learning through a work pack, you can request that the class teacher contacts them to offer additional explanation and support. Please be mindful that this will not always be instant as the class teacher may be teaching the pupils still attending school.
Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND) may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
The Academy will ensure that pupils with EHC plans continue to have their needs met while learning remotely, and liaise with the parents/carers and the relevant professionals to make any alternative arrangements for pupils with EHC plans. 
The Academy will ensure that any temporary changes to provision within Education Health Care plans is agreed in partnership with parents/carers and the relevant professionals involved. This will result in the implementation of a SEND Temporary Provision Plan which will be subject to ongoing review.
Class teachers will identify the level of support or intervention that is required while pupils with SEND learn remotely and liaise with support staff as appropriate to implement this. 
Working in collaboration with parents/carers, class teachers may make reasonable adjustments so that pupils with SEND can effectively access remote education. 
Class teachers will ensure that the provision put in place for pupils with SEND is monitored for effectiveness throughout the duration of the remote learning period.
Class teachers may arrange additional support for pupils with SEND which will be unique to each individual. This may take the form of phone calls, 1-1 contact through Microsoft Teams. 
The Academy will continue to offer support and advice and consult with the relevant professionals and/or services as required. For example, CEAT, Educational Psychologist, Mental Health Support Team. 
The Covid 19 tab on the Academy website provides parents/carers with information regarding external agencies who are able to offer support outside of the Academy’s working hours. 
[bookmark: _heading=h.3znysh7]Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
Children who are self-isolating will access remote learning through a work pack. This will closely follow the content that is being taught in school. Work packs should be returned on a Monday, when a new one can be collected. The class teacher will look at the completed work pack and provide feedback where necessary.
When a child is self-isolating for the full 10 days, the class teacher or teaching assistant will make contact by phone and provide support and feedback.
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
